It especially focuses on 

the dilemmas which Dalit leaders and thinkers have been facing recently. These 

dilemmas include casteization of Dalit politics, lack of unity among Dalits, inner 

reservations, influence of Hindutva, attitude towards certain specific aspects of Dalit 

culture, conversions to other religions or evolution of Dalit theology.
